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President’'s Message May 2010

Where will our Club be meeting in July?

As most of you are probably now aware, the City of Ventura is in a
severe budget crunch. The City Council is weighing several options
for raising revenue and cutting costs. The Senior Recreation Center,
where we hold our monthly meetings and classes in fly tying and rod-
building, is in the mix of options for revenue enhancement. There is
a potential range of outcomes that could affect us. They vary from;
no change, to change in management, to outright closure or sale of
the facility. As of this writing, no decision has yet been approved.
The City is working toward a decision by the end of June. In
anticipation of the potential of having to move our meeting site, Carl
Rhoads, our Club Treasurer, has been in contact with the Recreation
Center Director regarding our needs and options that might be
available for meeting in other City controlled cites. Based on his
contacts, and the responses | have received in replies to my e-mail to
the City Council, we have been assured that we will have a meeting
place reserved for us to continue to meet in a City government
facility. |1thank all of you who responded to our request to contact the
Council and express our concerns and needs for a meeting place.
We will remain in close contact with the “decision makers” and keep
you informed of the developments as they occur.

If you have been following the announcements of Club activities, you
are aware that a lot has been going on. Ray Johnson and John
Dugan just finished conducting the rod-building class. On May 1,
Bob Smith conducted another very successful casting clinic. There
was a very good turnout of Club members to assist in instruction of
the numerous “students”. On the same date, Gary Bulla hosted an
equally successful “One Surf Fly” event. Sixty Two fly fishers
attended and $1600 was raised for the Ventura River Restoration
Projects. Thank you all.

And, we aren’t done yet; there are a lot of upcoming events. On May
15, Earl Arnold is hosting a fishing outing to his favorite place on the
Sespe; on May 24, Bill Blackstone will be conducting his last fly tying
class before the summer hiatus, and on June 5, Bob Gallagher will
host the float-tube outing to Tejon Ranch. (If you have access to the
March-April 2010 issue of the Audubon Society magazine, there is an
extensive article on the Ranch; check it out).

The fishing season is upon us. I'm looking forward to the Club
member’s “fish reports” at our May club meeting. From what I've
heard, the Mammoth area fishing was great for the season opener.

The state of Washington is a true Mecca for fly fishers,
with the area around Seattle being especially fertile.
There really is no down time for finding great fly fishing in
Washington, no matter what the season. From tuna to

always be challenged.

My first of the season was a quick run up to
the Kern River in early March; the trout were safe from me but | am going to give them another
chance next week. Guy Jeans reports this is prime time on the Kern.

Steve Ojai’s website is my current favorite; google it and enjoy. He provides a breakdown of the
Sierra into four regions: Sierra Tahoe, Eastern Sierra, Westside Area, Southern Sierra. The maps are
clear, concise and accurate. His hatch charts are great. When viewing the charts, successful patterns
are listed and, if you are a fly tier, the recipes and sizes are provided, just click on the pattern name.
His listing of casts is interesting. They are animated and | now know what one of my favorite casts is
called. For beginning to experienced fly fishers, this site is worth the visit.

Another site | like is Riverbum.com. The fly patterns are provided with views of the flies from a variety
of angles which helps in tying the pattern to proportion in three dimensions. | use it whenever | want
to see a fly from different angles before tying it for the first time. This a great site for tiers.

The third site | enjoy is Hans Weilenmann’s Flytier's Page. | first met him in Montana at a FFF
Conclave and really enjoyed his tying of the traditional Pheasant Tail Nymph. On his site he has
collected patterns from around the world and many of the tiers will be familiar to you, others new. The
patterns are new offerings to drift in front of trout. Three of the patterns I will be tying this weekend
are two by Struan Candlish (the 3D Emerger and 3D Spider) and Fabrizio Gajardoni’s Gaja’s Olive.

New purchases | feel worthy of adding to my collection include a new steelheading book and two
naturalist’'s guides. The two guides are “California Wildlife” and “California Trees and Wildflowers.”
Many times | have wondered what bird is that, or what type pine tree, etc. Now | will carry this two
plastic pocket guides. There were only $7 each at Barnes and Nobel. The new book is “A
Steelheader’'s Way” by Lani Waller. Besides the comprehensive information provided by this
legendary steelheader and the beautiful photographs, | find the debunking of myths about
steelheading most interesting. His comments on spey rods could save you the hassle of buying and
then learning how to properly cast a spey rod. | think a debunking of fly fishing myths is overdue.

My current attentions are in finding some patterns for peacock bass so | can fish for them this
summer in Hawaii. Anyone tried Tenkara fishing small streams?
